One of the Key recommendations was for local highway authorities to identify a Resilient Road Network (RRN) within their wider overall highway network.

The RRN is conceptualised as the minimum road network the county council will strive to be keep continuously open, as far as is practicably possible, in severe weather to protect essential economic activity and provide access to key services. It maintains connection between emergency services, schools, power supply centres and transport infrastructure nodes and it ensures continuity of travel across neighbouring local authority boundaries.
