Hyndburn Borough: Application ref 11/11/0082

Variation of condition 2 and 5 of permission 11/03/0017 to amend the phasing and restoration of the landfill operations. Whinney Hill Landfill Site, Whinney Hill Road, Accrington.

A report was presented on an application for the variation of condition 2 and 5 of permission 11/03/0017 to amend the phasing and restoration of the landfill operations at Whinney Hill Landfill Site, Whinney Hill Road, Accrington.

The report included the views of the Environment Agency. The committee noted that no letters of representation had been received in respect of the application.

The Deputy Group Head, Development Management presented a PowerPoint presentation showing an aerial view of the site and the nearest residential properties. 
The Deputy Group Head reported orally that Hyndburn Borough Council had raised no objection to the proposal.
Resolved:-  That, subject to the applicant first entering into a section 106 agreement providing for a financial contribution towards the cost of local road improvements; for an extension of the aftercare period to 15 years; for advance landscaping around the south east corner of the site; and for public access to the site following restoration planning permission be granted subject to the following conditions:-

Time Limits

1.
The landfilling operations authorised by this permission shall cease not later than 21 February 2045.  The site shall be progressively restored in accordance with the conditions of this permission and shall be finally restored in its entirety by 21 February 2050 or within 60 months from the cessation of landfilling as defined in this permission, whichever is the earlier.

This permission only provides for the restoration of the site through the use of imported waste materials and does not provide for the extraction of minerals from the site or the variation of existing planning permissions as referred to in Note 3 attached to this permission except insofar as the restoration provisions of those permissions are concerned.

Reason:  To provide for the completion and progressive restoration of the site within the approved timescale in the interest of local amenities, the visual amenity and to secure proper restoration of the site and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy S1 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

2.
This permission only provides for the restoration of the site through the use of imported waste materials and does not provide for the extraction of minerals from the site or the variation of existing planning permissions as referred to in Note 3 attached to this permission except insofar as the restoration provisions of those permissions are concerned.

Reason:  To provide for the completion and progressive restoration of the site within the approved timescale in the interest of local amenities, the visual amenity and to secure proper restoration of the site and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy S1 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

The development shall be carried out, except where modified by the conditions to this permission, in accordance with the following documents:

The Planning Application, Supporting Statement and Environmental Statement (as amended by the Environmental Statement Further Information received by the County Planning Authority on 8 October 2004) and received by the County Planning Authority on 14 January 2003 as amended by the planning application ref 11/11/0082 received by the County Planning Authority on 23rd February 2011.

All schemes and programmes approved in accordance with this permission.

Reason:  For the avoidance of doubt and to enable the County Planning Authority to adequately control the development and to minimise its impact on the amenities of the local area and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

Site Operations

4.
No waste other than inert waste, commercial waste, municipal waste or industrial waste shall be brought onto or deposited at the site.

Reason:  For the avoidance of doubt and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

5.
A copy of this permission, the documents referred to in condition 2, and documents submitted and approved as schemes and programmes for the purposes of this planning permission shall be available for inspection at the site office of the landfill operator at all times throughout the life of the landfilling and restoration of the site.

Reason:  For the avoidance of doubt and to ensure all site operatives are aware of the planning conditions and approved documents and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

6.
Notwithstanding the order of phasing shown on figure 3.5F, areas 7 and 8 of the site shall be landfilled prior to any landfilling operations taking place in area 6. Following completion of landfilling in area 6 the sequence of landfilling and restoration works shall revert to the numerical sequence shown on Figure  3.5F.

On completion of landfilling of each area, the landfilled area shall be temporarily clad and seeded within 24 months and maintained in a free draining condition to prevent ponding. 

Final restoration shall be carried out in accordance with the scheme and programme approved under Condition 34 and shall take place within 60 months of completion of the landfilling of that phase.

Reason:  To ensure proper restoration of the site and to comply with Polices 2, 13, 14, 106, 107, 109 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy S1 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

7.
Biodegradable wastes shall not be deposited in more than two areas as shown on Drawing ref L10/00/163 at any one time.  

Reason:  To ensure proper restoration of the site and to minimise the impact of the development on local amenity to comply with Polices 2, 13, 14, 106, 107, 109 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy S1 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

8.
No waste or other material shall be deposited either temporarily or permanently on any part of the site at a level higher than the level of the approved final tipping levels shown on Dwg Ref 3.2F without the prior written approval of the County Planning Authority.

Reason:  To safeguard the visual amenity, the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and to secure satisfactory restoration and to conform with Policies 14, 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy S1 of the Hyndburn Local Plan.

9.
The site shall be the final place of deposit for all waste and no waste shall be removed from the site once it has been deposited within the landfill area.

Reason:  To safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and prevent the pollution of adjacent land and to conform with Policies 2, 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

Review Line

10.
No biodegradable wastes shall be deposited in the landfill areas east of the review line shown on Dwg Ref 3.5F until the County Planning Authority has certified in writing that waste areas 1, 2, 3, 4 and 7 as shown on Dwg Ref 3.5F have been satisfactorily restored in accordance with the conditions attached to this planning permission.

Reason:  To ensure proper restoration of the site and to comply with Policies 2, 13, 14, 106, 107, 109 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy S1 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

11.
No landfill development shall commence within the landfill areas east of the review line shown on Dwg Ref 3.5F until a scheme and programme for the construction and phasing of those areas has been submitted to and approved in writing by the County Planning Authority. The scheme and programme shall include the following details:

a)
Details of the construction of the landfill cells including the types of material to be used, the methods used to form a stable base and sides and the heights of the bases of each cell above ordnance datum.  The details shall include appropriately scaled plans and cross sections.

b)
A timetable for the infilling of the landfill areas east of the review line.

The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details and timetable.

Reason: To secure the orderly and progressive development and restoration of the landfill operation and to comply with Policies 2, 106, 107, 109 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.
12.
No biodegradable wastes shall be deposited within 250 metres of the residential properties at Oak Bank or the RSPCA animal refuge.

Reason :To protect the residential amenity of these properties and to comply with Policies 2 and 3 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Local Plan.
Hours of Working

13.
No landfilling operations shall take place outside the hours of:

0700 to 2000 hours, Mondays to Fridays (except Public Holidays)



0700 to 1730 hours on Saturdays, Sundays and Public Holidays

This condition shall not, however, operate so as to prevent the use of pumping equipment and the carrying out, outside these hours, of essential repairs to plant and machinery used on site.

Reason:  To safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

14.
Notwithstanding condition 13 above, no development shall take place within the area known as Enfield Quarry, area 6 on Figure 3.5F, outside the hours of:

0730 to 1730 hours, Mondays to Fridays (except Public Holidays)



0730 to 1300 hours on Saturdays, Sundays and Public Holidays

This condition shall not, however, operate so as to prevent the use of planning equipment and the carrying out, outside these hours, of essential repairs to plant and machinery used on site.

Reason:  To safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and to comply with Policies 2 and 3 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Local Plan.

15.
No engineering works associated with the preparation of the waste cell in Enfield Quarry, area 6 Fig 3.5F shall take place outside the hours of: 

0730 to 1730 hours, Mondays to Fridays (except Public Holidays)



0730 to 1300 hours on Saturdays, Sundays and Public Holidays 

This condition shall not, however, operate so as to prevent the use of pumping equipment and the carrying out, outside these hours, of essential repairs to plant and machinery used on site.

Reason:  To safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and to comply with Policies 2 and 3 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Local Plan.

Highway Matter

16.
No landfill site traffic shall use the Park Royal Haulage entrance at NGR 7548 3041 as an access to the site until details for the layout of the access have been submitted to and approved in writing by the County Planning Authority. The details shall include:-

a) Details for the layout and construction of the access including visibility splays to be provided, extent of hard surfacing, kerbing and drainage details.

b) The location and design of site buildings, car park areas and weighbridge.

c) The location and design of wheel cleaning facilities.

d) Landscaping measures including removal of redundant buildings and bunding and planting works to improve the visual appearance of the site access when seen from Whinney Hill Road.

e) A timescale for the above works including implementation of the landscaping measures.

The access shall be laid out in accordance with the approved details prior to any use of the access by landfill traffic.

Reason:  In the interests of highway safety and to comply with Policies 37 and 79 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.  

17.
No heavy goods vehicles, as defined in this permission, shall enter or leave the site outside the hours of:

0700 to 2000 hours, Mondays to Fridays (except Public Holidays)



0700 to 1730 hours on Saturdays, Sundays and Public Holidays

Reason:  To safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users in accordance with Policies 2, 37 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

18.
Within 6 months of the date of this permission, details of wheel-cleaning facilities, including the design, specification and position, shall be submitted to the County Planning Authority for approval in writing. The approved facilities shall be installed in accordance with the approved details within 6 months of the date of approval and thereafter the approved facilities shall be maintained in full working order and be used by all HGVs leaving the site throughout the development and restoration to ensure that no mud, dust or other deleterious matter is transferred to the public highway by vehicles leaving the site..   

Reason:  In the interests of highway safety and to safeguard the amenity of local residents in accordance with Policies 2, 37 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

19.
All internal haul roads between the wheel cleaning facilities and the boundary of the site shall, throughout the development and restoration, be metalled and drained and kept clear of debris along their length at all times.  

Reason:  In the interests of highway safety and to safeguard the amenity of local residents in accordance with Policies 2, 37 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

20.
No more than 1100 heavy goods vehicles, as defined in this permission, shall leave the site during Mondays to Fridays (except Public Holidays) with no more than 230 in any one day, and no more than 120 shall leave the site on Saturdays and no more than 10 on Sundays or Public Holidays.  

Reason:  In the interests of highway safety and to safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

21.
A written record shall be maintained at the site office of all movements out of the site by heavy goods vehicles, as defined in this permission; such records shall contain the vehicle’s weight, registration number and the time and date of the movement and shall be made available for inspection by the County Planning Authority on request at any time.

Reason:  To enable the County Planning Authority to monitor the operations to ensure compliance with the planning permission and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

22.
In the event that construction works commence for the development of a link road between Whinney Hill and Altham Lane (the Whinney Hill Link Road), within 6 months of such commencement a scheme and programme shall be submitted to the County Planning Authority for approval in writing providing for the re-alignment of the site entrance so that Heavy Goods Vehicles leaving the site are prohibited from turning right out of the site entrance.  The site entrance shall be realigned in accordance with the approved scheme and programme so that Heavy Goods Vehicles as defined by this permission are required to turn right out of the entrance within 3 months of the Whinney Hill Link Road being opened to traffic.

Reason: To minimise the environmental impact of heavy goods vehicles using the site on the local community and to comply with Policies 2, 37 and 79 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

Control of Noise

23.
All plant, equipment and other machinery used in connection with the operation and maintenance of the landfill site shall be equipped with effective silencing equipment or sound proofing equipment to the standard of design set out in the manufacturer’s specification and shall be maintained in accordance with that specification at all times throughout the development and restoration.

Reason:  To safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and to comply with Polices 2, 79 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

24.
Noise emitted from the landfill site shall not exceed 55 dB LAeq (1 hour) (free field), as defined in this permission, when measured from:



a)
Rear of No. 40 Whalley Road
NGR 752 303



b)
Rear of No. 14 Tunstall Drive
NGR 755 302



c)
Rear of Whinney Hill House
NGR 763 302

Reason:  To safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and to comply with Polices 2, 79 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

25.
The noise limits set out in Condition 24 above shall not apply during the stripping of soils and overburden on the site, the construction of storage mounds for these materials and their respreading during restoration of the site or the construction of landscape and baffle mounds.  Noise from any of these activities shall not exceed 70 dB LAeq (1 hour) (free field), when measured at the locations identified in Condition 23 of this permission.  This condition shall only apply for up to 8 weeks in any one calendar year unless agreed in writing by the County Planning Authority.  A written record shall be kept of the dates that these activities take place and made available to the County Planning Authority on request.

Reason:  To permit higher noise limits for certain activities and to still safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and to comply with Polices 2, 79 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.
26.
The Laeq (1 hour)(free field) sound levels shall be recorded at the boundary of the properties identified in condition 24 once every 3 months for a minimum of one hour during the landfilling operations and at times of day and using noise measuring equipment first approved in writing by the County Planning Authority.  After the first year and at subsequent times if the applicant or County Planning Authority consider necessary, the noise monitoring requirements shall be reviewed and agreed in writing with the County Planning Authority.  Monitoring shall include recording of maximum sound levels, the activities taking place, the plant being used at the site and the weather conditions, and these details shall be submitted annually on 30 September to the County Planning Authority as part of the monitoring report required by condition 38.

Reason:  To safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and to enable the County Planning Authority to monitor the operations to ensure compliance with this permission and to comply with Polices 2, 79 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy E10 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.  

Dust

27.
Within 6 months of the date of this permission, a scheme and programme of the measures for the suppression of dust shall be submitted to the County Planning Authority for approval in writing.  The scheme and programme shall include details of:

a)
The suppression of airborne dust caused by the moving and storage of soil, overburden and other materials within the site;



b)
Dust suppression on haul roads;

Following the written approval by the County Planning Authority the measures contained within the approved scheme shall thereafter be implemented at all times during the development.

Reason:  To safeguard the amenity of local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

Safeguarding of Watercourses and Drainage

28.
No biodegradable wastes shall be deposited below a level of 3 metres above the level of groundwater as shown on plan ref: 13.3F titled “Conjectured Water Table Contours in Accrington Mudstone” or below a level of 3 metres above the water table levels shown on any subsequently approved plan.  If further hydrological studies indicate that the water table contours differ from those shown in plan ref 13.3F, referred to above, details of these studies and an amended plan showing the actual water table levels at the same scale shall be submitted to the County Planning Authority for approval in writing.

Reason:  To avoid the pollution of any groundwater resource and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

29.
All foul drainage shall be discharged to a public sewer or else to a sealed tank and the contents of the tank shall be removed from the site completely.  This condition shall not apply to the leachate management regime approved under the provisions of the Waste Management Licence Regulations 1994 and any subsequent amendments thereto.

Reason:  To safeguard local watercourses and drainages and avoid the pollution of any watercourse or groundwater resource or adjacent land and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

30.
Any chemical, oil or fuel storage containers on the site shall be sited on an impervious surface with bund walls; the bunded areas shall be capable of containing 110% of the container or containers total volume and shall enclose within their curtilage all fill and draw pipes, vents, gauges and sight glasses.  There must be no drain through the bund floor and walls.  Double skinned tanks may be used as an alternative only when the design and construction has been approved by the County Planning Authority in writing.

Reason:  To safeguard local watercourses and drainages and avoid the pollution of any watercourse or groundwater resource or adjacent land and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

31.
Repair, maintenance and fuelling of plant and machinery shall, where practical, only take place on an impervious surface drained to an interceptor and the contents of the interceptor shall be removed from the site completely.

Reason:  To safeguard local watercourses and drainages and avoid the pollution of any watercourse or groundwater resource or adjacent land and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

Soils and Overburden 

32.
No movement of topsoil or subsoil shall occur during the period from the 1st of October to the 30th April (inclusive) without the prior written consent of the County Planning Authority.  At other times the stripping, movement and respreading of top and subsoils shall be restricted to occasions when the soil is dry and friable and the ground is sufficiently dry to allow the passage of heavy vehicles, plant and machinery over it without damage to the soils.

Reason:  To ensure the proper removal, storage and replacement of soils to ensure satisfactory restoration and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

Management of Undisturbed Areas

33.
All areas of the site left undisturbed, and all topsoil, subsoil, soil making material and overburden mounds shall be kept free from noxious weeds throughout the development including the restoration and aftercare periods.  

Reason:  In the interests of visual and local amenity and the local environment and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

Restoration

34.
Within one year of the date of this permission, a scheme and programme for the final restoration of the site shall be submitted to the County Planning Authority for approval in writing.  The scheme and programme shall include details of the following:

a)
The afteruses to which the site is to be restored including the layout of any water areas, public open space, forestry areas or land to be restored to agricultural land.



b)
The final levels and landform of the site.

c)
The replacement of soils or soil making materials including details of the materials to be used, depths of replacement and their treatment.

d)
The landscaping of restored areas including seeding or tree and shrub planting including details of sizes, types and species of trees and shrubs, layout and spacing of planting, methods of planting and seeding and measures to be taken to secure establishment.



e)
The measures to be taken to secure normal plant growth.

f)
Details of surface water drainage to ensure that the site will be free draining including identification of discharge points and measures to control run off and prevent erosion.

g)
Details for the treatment of any water areas including depths of water, creation of shorelines and appropriate planting and landscaping of water features.

h)
The removal of all plant, machinery, buildings, structures, erections and their foundations including the removal of all internal haul roads and hardstanding areas.

i)
Details of any plant and equipment to be retained on the site following the restoration period including details and a timescale for their restoration.  

i)
Details for the laying out of public openspace including pathways, car-parking areas, notice boards and other public amenity facilities.

k)
A timescale for the implementation of the above restoration works.

Reason:  To secure the proper restoration of the site and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

Infilling of Settlement Areas

35.
If, following the restoration of any part of the site, differential settlement occurs that requires remediation the details of the necessary works shall first be submitted to, and approved in writing by, the County Planning Authority.  The submitted details shall include information on the area to be subject to the remediation works, the materials to be used, the timescale and details of restoration following completion of the works.

Reason:  To secure the proper restoration of the site in accordance with an approved scheme and to conform with Policies 78, 106 and 112 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan.

Landscaping

36.
Within 6 months of the date of this permission a scheme and programme shall be submitted to the County Planning Authority for approval in writing for the detailed landscaping and screening of areas 1, 2 and 3 of the site as shown on Dwg Ref 3.5F.  The scheme and programme shall be based on the details shown on Dwg Ref 3.14 Restoration Masterplan and shall include:  

a)
Proposed additional landscape works along Whinney Hill Road to mitigate the visual impact of the landfill operations, including buildings and plant until the cessation of mining and landfilling operations as defined in this permission.  

b)
Details of tree and shrub planting including species, sizes and types of trees and shrubs, layout and spacing of planting, planting techniques and protection measures. 

c)
A timetable for the implementation of the landscaping works and for the maintenance of planting for a period of 5 years;



d)
Details of fencing to be erected along Whinney Hill Road

Reason:  To ensure the orderly working and progressive restoration of the site in order to minimise its impact on the visual amenity and amenities of the local residents and adjacent properties/landowners and land users to comply with Policies 2, 3, 7 and 14 of the Lancashire Minerals and Waste Local Plan and Policy S1 of the Hyndburn Borough Local Plan.

37.
No waste shall be deposited in any phase of landfilling as shown on Dwg Ref: 3.13F Restoration Phases until a scheme and programme has been submitted to and approved in writing by the County Planning Authority for the detailed landscaping and screening of that phase to screen operations from views external to the site.  The scheme and programme shall include:

a)
An assessment of the existing landscape and screening measures.

b)
Proposed additional landscape and screening works to mitigate the visual impact of the landfill operations in that phase, including buildings and plant until the cessation of mining and landfilling operations as defined in this permission.  This shall include tree and shrub planting, hard landscaping works and earth bunding.

The landscaping works undertaken in accordance with the approved scheme shall be maintained for a period of five years following their implementation including weed control, replacement of failures and maintenance of protection measures.

Heavy goods vehicle:  a vehicle of more than 7.5 tonnes gross weight.

Planting season:  the period between 1 October in any one year and 31 March in the following year.

Free field:  at least 3.5 metres away from the facade of a property or building.

Notes

The grant of planning permission does not entitle a developer to obstruct a right of way and any proposed stopping - up or diversion of a right of way should be the subject of an Order under the appropriate Act.
