Background and Advice 

In September 2017, the Internal Scrutiny Committee agreed to the Children's 
Services Scrutiny Committee's request to establish a task and finish group to 
consider the provision of support to pupils at schools with medical conditions. 
Following the first meeting of the task and finish group in November 2017, it was 
determined that the scope of the review should focus on school nursing and clinical 
provision within special school settings across Lancashire.

The task and finish group's report was approved by the Children's Services Scrutiny 
Committee at its meeting held on 5 December 2018.
